This would be where all morning announcements spoken over PA will be hung for students to have a reference of times, dates and clubs happening. (as per requested by parent council).  It is encouraged to speak to your children about advocating the best they can to ask teachers when, where, and times things are happening).
· Parent Council has asked Tammy to please continue to do the automated phone call reminders when we have big things that are coming up (Vendor Sale, Santa Sale, Frozen food pick up, Fundraisers etc.).
· School Cash Online: Approx. 82% of families are signed up for cash online.  However some still do not use it.
